e Raise the PENDANT, feeding excess cable through the CABLE GLIDERS.
Set into position by gently lowering the PENDANT.

While supporting the pendant make necessary adjustments; To
lower, press the cable gliders gently allowing excess cable to slide
downwards. To raise, gently feed the cables up through the cable
gliders. When satisfied with arrangement, ensure that neither

the PENDANT or SUSPENSION components are touching.

Carefully raise ESCUTCHEON to the ceiling until the Magnets engage.
Ensure no contact between ESCUTCHEON and CABLE GLIDERS, as this
may release the suspension wires.

With the ESCUTCHEON in place, ensure the CORD GRIP is adequately
tightened on to the POWER CABLE and make any necessary final
adjustments to the PENDANT.

@ Conduct a final visual assessment of both the canopy and fixture to
ensure all parts have been properly fitted and secured. Once satisfied that
everything is in working order, remove all remaining protective material
which will now complete the installation process.
